IMPORTANT NOTE - ALL agencies transitioning to narrow-band licenses must modify their FCC radio licenses at the point the transition is made.
BCSO

Remaining VHF/UHF units should be audited for narrow-band compliance. These units are primarily located in:

Jail (believed OK - recent purchase)

Command Post (believed OK - recent purchase)

Portable radio caches 

Any remaining VHF vehicle radios (warrants units, etc…)

SID (body bugs, old legacy VHF Vice channel units)

No impact to either the Ag Marine unit (Marine radio) or the Aviation unit (aviation radio) as radios in both services are not transitioning to narrow-band.

BCFR

Volunteer VHF paging will be impacted. Two VHF bases (Trinity Towers and Barefoot Bay) must be replaced prior to deadline. Also VHF pagers needed to be audited for compliance, some replacements may be required. This network should be reviewed in total for possible technology upgrade.

VHF radios for Forestry Mutual Aid (DOF Red, White, Blue) should be checked, most are recent purchase however if older equipment is still in service it may need to be replaced. 

Radios used by BCFR fire volunteers, depending on age, may need to be replaced. 

COUNTY GOVERNMENT
Facilities Management - UHF repeater on the Justice Center will need to be replaced (old system used for maintenance dispatch/coordination). Portables with old system are used at the Jail and need to be evaluated for replacement. 

Public Works Survey - Radio-based differential GPS survey system needs to be evaluated. 

Emergency Management - The GMRS service is not currently designated for narrow-band transition, however this is always subject to change. Existing repeater is narrow-band capable; however older MPA portable equipment is not. At this time, no impact to volunteers based on the non-transition status. Remaining conventional Mastr III transmitters will need to be reprogrammed with new channels/band split.
Amateur Radio - not impacted. Amateur bands are not transitioning to narrow-band. 

Road & Bridge - Not impacted. R&B uses a combination of 800 MHZ radios along with FRS units to communicate on job sites (flaggers, etc…). Marine bridge radios (in fact any Marine radios) are not transitioning to narrow-band and are not impacted. 

Mosquito Control - No impact, Aviation Radio not transitioning to narrow-band. 

HOSPITALS

Parrish Medical Center - Two systems under call sign KNDL447 (primarily paging).

Wuesthoff - One system under call sign KNGM500 (paging). 

Health First - Several systems, call signs WQCH402, WQCK264, WYD623. 

(NOTE - All hospital systems need to be reviewed, some use frequencies other then Public Safety pool). 
MUNICIPALITIES

Countywide - Municipal fire volunteers and fire departments need to have their radios audited. Older equipment will need to be replaced. Special attention needs to be given to VHF tone & voice fire paging systems. 
School Board - Transit system (buses) under call sign WNUZ477. Maintenance system under call sign KFX275.

Titusville - Two systems under call sign KAZ304 - Utilities and Building Dept. 
Cocoa - One system under call sign KJY676 for Public Works. Systems for Police Department under call signs KUN429 and KNCU925. 

Rockledge - Public works system under call sign KFT464. Wastewater system under call sign KWJ291.

Cocoa Beach - Wastewater system under call sign KIZ614. SCADA system under call sign WPQD213 and WPFJ947.

Cape Canaveral - One system under call sign WQGM258.

Melbourne - Water Dept. system under call sign WNMH876. Several licenses for SCADA (WPCS251, WPCS252, WPMU370. 

Melbourne Airport - Two systems under call signs WNPJ253 and WPEH752.

Palm Bay - Utilities system under call sign WPUS621. Public works system under call sign WNKG248. 

Malabar - Fire & Public Works systems under call sign WQEK863.

Satellite Beach - One system under call sign KNCZ205.
