The cost associated with volunteer background screening is of issue but also what information is being obtained and where.   Some agencies currently only do screening of the registries that are free and some private agencies create their own data bases which may or may not contain the correct or current information.   Screening through FDLE and FBI is the only way to assure the most current information on arrests, convictions and warrants are obtained.
Known costs associated with issue:

The cost for background screening done by the Florida Department of Law Enforcement and the additional screening done through the Federal Bureau of Investigations is set by statute.  The charge for volunteers is currently $36.00.    However, screenings done by other agencies both public and private vary in cost and from $9.00 per person to $61.00 per person, per screening.
