
THE COUNTY’S CAPITAL IMPROVEMENTS PROGRAM 
 
Brevard County utilizes the Capital Improvements Program planning process to identify, quantify and 
assess its capital improvement needs over a five-year time period.  
 
The Brevard County Comprehensive Plan provides the following definition of a Capital Improvement: 
 

Capital Improvement - any construction, or land acquisition that costs $35,000 or more 
and has a five (5) year or longer expected service life.  Projects, which may cost less than 
$35,000 that are considered necessary for the implementation of any long-term 
improvement, including implementation of the adopted Comprehensive Plan, shall also be 
considered a capital improvement. 

 
Development of the Capital Improvements Program (CIP) is a dynamic process that enables Brevard 
County to plan for major expenditures in the future and adjust capital projects as needs and as 
circumstance change.  Brevard County’s long range CIP is updated annually to incorporate capital 
projects identified over the next five-year period.  Specific revenue sources to fund these projects through 
the Fiscal Year 2009-2010 are also identified.  This CIP provides information on projects and funding 
requests totaling approximately $237 million, as identified below: 
 

• over 100 funded project requests totaling approximately $237 million 
• $163.9 million in the current fiscal year, and  
• $73.3 million from FY 2005-2006 through 2009-2010 

 
The development of the CIP can be viewed as a three-step process as outlined below: 
 
Step 1: Need identification 
Each department identifies improvements that are necessary to eliminate safety hazards or respond to 
emergencies, respond to customer demands, satisfy policy and concurrency requirements of the 
comprehensive plan, deliver mandated services, improve service delivery systems, and for renovations to 
existing County facilities within the five-year timeframe of the CIP. 
 
Step 2: Funding source identification 
The Budget Office obtains information concerning current and projected financial resources, using trend 
analysis techniques that incorporate traditional drivers such as the Consumer Price Index, housing starts, 
population growth, and property valuations.  Funding sources from these financial projections are 
included in each department’s section of this document.   
 
Step 3: Project review 
All requests have a project description, cost estimates, and implementation schedule.  Each capital project 
has been evaluated and matched with available revenues from appropriate sources.  Capital improvements 
represent a significant financial outlay for local governments, as the pool of financial resources available 
to fund requested projects over the five-year planning period is limited.   The Capital Improvements 
Program also provides financial and rating agencies with assurances that the government has carefully 
planned for its future capital requirements, and has assessed the financial resources likely to be available 
to meet those requirements.  This planning, combined with other such measures as adopted fiscal policies, 
assist in ensuring County resources are being allocated to meet the needs of the community.

Project Timeframe

This project added 4 courtrooms, judges chambers, hearing rooms, and holding cells to the current courthouse and 
relieved overcrowded conditions.  This project was approved May 2001.  Architectural and engineering work was 
completed in FY 2001-2002.  Building construction began in November 2002 and was completed in January 2004.  Long 
lead final punch list items were finalized in FY 2004-2005.  This project will complete the tenant build out at the newly 
constructed Harry T. & Harriette V. Moore Justice Center.  Currently, 32,000 square feet of the facility are not suitable for 
occupancy.  The build out will include HVAC, electronics, security, communications, furnishings, chillers, and equipment. 
The total proposed cost is $4,000,000 over a one year period.  Additional funding is need to complete this project.

Project Timeframe

This project will construct a specialized fire fighting training facility with a burn building, search and rescue maze, and 
elevated training tower.  The training facility is intended to expand and enhance in-county training opportunities for Fire and 
Rescue personnel.  Currently, these types of training opportunities are only available out of county and on a limited basis.  
This project will allow the Fire and Rescue Department to exceed the current Fire and Rescue training opportunities and 
create local training scenarios.  The project is expected to be funded by commercial paper and was presented to the Board 
and approved with the fiscal year 2004-2005 budget.  The project for a vehicle and equipment storage facility, also presented 
to and approved by the Board with the fiscal year 2004-2005 budget, was unable to begin during the 2004-2005 fiscal year 
and has been incorporated into this project.  The storage facility will be the construction of a steel structure to protect 
training equipment and vehicles.  $60,000 is estimated to be expended for site surveys by the end of fiscal year 2004-2005, 
making a total project cost of $12,310,000.

The Permitting & Enforcement Department is currently preparing an infrastructure for the introduction of e-government 
and interactive service capabilities and working towards a secure site to process information over the internet.
