IV. Election of Interim Chair and Interim Vice-Chair  
Interim Chair nominations were for Kendall Moore and William Tolley.  
Sue Schmitt made a motion to elect Kendall Moore.  The motion was amended to a nomination instead of an election.
Robert Ludwiczak Matthew Nye nominated William Tolley. 

Mr. Ludwiczak moved, seconded by Mr. Lamb to close nominations for Interim Chair. No consensus of a close. 
Stockton Whitten called for the vote.  By a show of hands, the vote was ten (10) for Kendall Moore, and five (5) for William Tolley.  
Kendall Moore is elected as Interim Chair.  
Lamb/Nye – APPROVED, to make the election of Chair and Vice-Chair a nomination process.  The vote was unanimous.
Duwayne Lundgren nominated Robert Ludwiczak for Vice-Chair.  Mr. Ludwiczak declined.  The audio recording does not reflect this nomination, because of recording issues; however it was noted by Mr. Ludwiczak at the September 17, 2009 CRC meeting to be included in the minutes.  

Interim Vice-Chair nominations were not done, the CRC continued discussion to Election of Chair and Vice-Chair and Adoption of Roberts Rules of Order.

V. Election of Chair and Vice Chair Adoption of Roberts Rules of Order
Mr. Young moved, seconded by Mr. Nye, to adopt Roberts Rules of Order.  The motion was amended to change the order of the agenda as follows:  Item V, Election of Chair and Vice-Chair will become Item VI, and Item VI, Adoption of Roberts Rules of Order will become Item V.  
Young/Nye – APPROVED, amended motion, as stated above.  The vote was unanimous.

VI. Adoption of Roberts Rules of Order Election of Chair and Vice-Chair
Permanent Chair nominations were for Kendall Moore and William Tolley.  
Neta Harris, Ronald Bobay, & John Porter nominated Kendall Moore.
Dale Young nominated William Tolley.  Mr. Tolley declined.

Ludwiczak/Porter – APPROVED, to close nominations and elect Kendall Moore by acclimation, for Chair.  The vote was unanimous.
Kendall Moore is elected as Chair.  
Permanent Vice-Chair nominations were for William Tolley, Martin Lamb, 
Matthew Nye, Bunny Finney, & Duwayne Lundgren.
John Porter & Matthew Nye nominated William Tolley.  Mr. Tolley declined.
William Tolley & Dale Young nominated Martin Lamb.

James Rosasco nominated Matthew Nye.
Ronald Bobay nominated Bunny Finney.  Ms. Finney declined.
Robert Ludwiczak nominated Duwayne Lundgren.

Ludwiczak/Harris – APPROVED, to close nominations.  The vote was unanimous.

Mr. Nye declined the nomination.

Chairman Moore called for the vote.  The vote was seven (7) for Martin Lamb, and eight (8) for Duwayne Lundgren.  
Duwayne Lundgren is elected as Vice-Chair.
VII. Discussion and Approval Re: Staffing for the Charter Review Commission

A. Independent Legal Services – Request for Qualifications.
Young/Lundgren – TABLED, to the next meeting, no time certain. The vote was 11-4.

Young/Lundgren – APPROVED, to accept Elena Scruggs, as the staffing person.  The motion was disposed of due to discussion, and then called.  The vote was unanimous.  
Nye/Schmitt – APPROVED, to remove the vote to table Independent Legal Services, and have discussion to place a date and time certain.  The vote was unanimous.

Nye/Lundgren – APPROVED, to submit the individual ranking sheets by August 26, 2009 to the Administrative Secretary, with selection of the top five (5) firms by score; meet on September 2, 2009 for attorney interviews/presentations for the top five (5) selected.  The motion was amended to add: meet on August 26, 2009, submitting the ranking sheets for short-listing, with discussion, as opposed to submitting them to the Administrative Secretary.  Additional amendment to meet on September 3, 2009 as opposed to September 2, 2009, but it was withdrawn.  Add 6:00 p.m. to the amended motion.  The final motion reads: meet on August 26, 2009, at 6:00 p.m., submitting the ranking sheets for short-listing, with discussion on the firms, selection of the top five (5) firms by score; meet on September 2, 2009, at 6:00 p.m. for attorney interviews/presentations of top five selected.  The vote was unanimous.   

VIII. Discussion and Approval Re: Initial Meeting Schedule – to be discussed at the 
August 26, 2009 Charter Review Commission meeting.

IX. Other Business
Bobay/Nye – APPROVED, to have a facilitator come and present to the Board on 
August 26, 2009, with a time of ten minutes.  The vote was unanimous.

It was not in the form of a motion, but it was discussion during a motion, and the consensus of the Commission to only have three (3) items on the Agenda for 
August 26, 2009, which would include a Facilitator, Attorney Rankings, & Initial Meeting Schedule.
