	Summary  Explanation  &  Background:

	Section 7.6  Enforcement of Charter Provisions

          (a) Any official actions taken contrary to the provisions of the charter shall be rendered null and void.

          (b)  A petition for enforcement of these provisions may be filed with the circuit court by any interested resident of Brevard County, requesting declaratory relief, permanent relief, fine, forfeiture, penalty, or other remedy provided by statute, or any combination of the foregoing, or in the absence of statutory authority, a fine not to exceed $1000.

          ( c)   In any final court order on a petition for enforcement, the court may award to the prevailing party all or any part of the costs of the litigation, reasonable attorney’s fees, or other costs of litigation when the court deems appropriate.
