	Summary  Explanation  &  Background:

	New Section 4.2.5.6. County Comptroller Proposal # 3
1. Review of functional and administration of all elected and non-elected departmental offices which shall include the County Commissioner, County Manager, and Charter Officers.

2. Performing the functions of budgeting, periodic internal reviews quarterly performance review, financial management, debt management, real estate acquisitions, and sales or exchanges, compliances with financial requirements, program establishment and expansion, and all areas of financial responsibility as delineated by Federal, State, and County regulations for all county operations.  
3. The office shall be independent of any county administration, shall be elected for a term of four (4) years upon election, not to exceed two successive terms of offices, and may not be held by any current county elected officer upon the first year of establishment to avoid potential conflicts of interest of mischief.

Qualifications for office:
1. This individual shall have to adhere to the rules established in the County and/or State to run for public office.

2. It is recommended that this individual hold a current Certified Public Accounting (CPA) license, as outlined by Florida Statue.

REASON:

1. It is to establish a “Watch Dog” to oversee the stewardship of county revenues, surveillance of proper fiscal management, elimination of duplicative government functions and/or services and establishing sufficient confidence of taxpayers to properly perform adequate and necessary government functions.

2. The office shall also provide a public report annually to the County Commissioners, as well as make it available to the public through the news media, county web site, and other avenues as may be determined regarding any recommendation and findings for change.
