4.  Public presentation Elevated Walkways by (see attached)
5.  The Working Group discussed elevated walkways and identified the following issues:

· Natural vs. sodded  & 250 ft2 exemption

· Swales in front of new construction

The Working Group passed unanimously the following directions to staff:

· Define elevated walkways (deck height) 
· In natural areas greater than 2’  

· Above and beyond exemption  
· A or B (one rule or the other)  

· Except where ramping  
· Add ADA exemption 

6.  Under Marinas the Working Group directed staff unanimously to remove all prohibitions of pump-outs from code.

7.  The Working Group voted unanimously decided not to re-address passive recreation.
8.  Under Hardening the Working Group unanimously directed staff to:
· Include protecting real property as well as structures
· All methods should minimize the loss of native habitat and species and with no net loss (goal)
· Include alternative stabilization methods in code
· Remove “10 years” and have staff create definition that establishes a documented eroding system  
· Authorize emergency stabilization – no fee – licensed contractor - they will have to come in for an after the fact permit (no penalty with emergency) 
· Allow upland protective systems
