Kiwanis Idand Park- The KIP Building is still waiting for site plan approval. Bal field 2 is
under construction with completion scheduled for August. Maintenance will be moved
from community center to the area outside field 2. Raquetball courts are amost complete.
Manatee Cove- The playground is in and complete. Dedication is scheduled for June 19 at
1pm. Still waiting on permit for the new pavilion.
