LAKE AND RANGE DRAINAGE
IMPROVEMENTS

This project will upgrade flood protection in the
area north of and adjacent to the intersection of
Lake Drive and Range Road. It consists of the
constructing a double box culvert through the
intersection, piping and regrading swales and
ditches north and south of the intersection and
replacing culvert pipes along Range Road that
will help  alleviate flooding from the
approximately 6,400 acre upstream watershed .
The construction contract was recently
awarded and construction is anticipated to
begin in September  2009. Work should be
substantially complete in Spring 2010.

This project is being completed by a
partnership between Brevard County Natural
Resources Management Office and Public
Works . NRMO designed, permitted and bid the
project . Public Works will fund and oversee
construction and be responsible for maintaining
the project .

These departments are also partnering on
additional upstream and downstream
improvements to further reduce flood potentials
in the West Cocoa area.
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
