This project expands an existing pond on airport property
to treat stormwater from the Airport and surrounding
neighborhoods before it discharges into the Indian River
Lagoon. The County and TICO Airport Authority entered
into an interlocal agreement to construct the
improvements. The County also secured a Florida
Department of Environmental Protection grant for 50%
of the project costs. Construction was completed in 2011
at a total cost of $377,000.

Things you can do to help keep our waterways clean:
"Reduce fertilizer use — excess fertilizers harm water quality.
=Let only rain down the storm drain — most storm drains and
ditches flow directly into the St. Johns River or Indian River
Lagoon without any water quality treatment.

=Pick up after your pets — bag the waste and dispose of it in the
trash.

=Landscape using native plants — they need less water, less
fertilizer and less pesticide application.

=Leave only footprints wherever you go — Litter pollutes our
waterways.

1 The ditch block directs flow from both ditches into the pond.

The expanded pond collects, holds and treats stormwater from the two ditches. This holding time causes
nutrients and suspended solids to settle out of the water. Once the pond reaches capacity the cleaner water at
the top flows over the fabriform weir into the canal.

3 Cleaner overflow stormwater from the pond then flows through the canal and out to the Indian River Lagoon.
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
