
Merritt Island Airport Pond Expansion

This project modifies an existing County ditch 
and enlarges an existing pond on airport 
property to provide water quality treatment 
which will improve the quality of water being 
discharged into the Indian River Lagoon. The 
County has signed an interlocalagreement with 
the property owner (TICO Airport Authority) to 
construct the project on their land at no cost to 
the County for land acquisition.  We have also 
secured a Florida Department of Environmental 
Protection grant that will reimburse the County 
for 50% of the project costs up to $800, 000.  
Construction is anticipated to begin in 2010.  
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
