	Summary

	Call to Order and Introductions: Arflin called the meeting to order at 8:50 a.m. and asked for introductions. 

Approval of the March 23, 2009 meeting Report:  Minutes were approved with corrections.
Subcommittee Reports: 

Substance Abuse Prevention – Dow said the group met on April 13and that the Community Attitudes Survey is completed and has received just fewer than 200 surveys. It will take a few weeks to analyze data and a PowerPoint presentation will be available to share with TIP. SAP is also getting ready to launch “Be the Wall” campaign – a social marketing initiative looking at behavior changes using positive messages. It will launch in this area with posters and promotional messages. BYSAP will also be doing retailer beverage training prepared by the state. 

Early Academic Success/Family Management – V. Holmes updated the group. She said the group is working on the local child abuse prevention plan and that the monitoring report is due to Tallahassee. She said the group has added the Whole Child Connection initiative to the plan. Also, there will be a community outreach where 500 bags with prevention material will be distributed to the 32922 zip code. Tolson further commented that the group had collected data points/other plans for the monitoring report and that if anything occurs, the group will add it as we go. She said she is also receiving calls on stimulus funds, which will be mostly for jobs but will have some ESE and Title I and some training.  

Home At Last Adoption Presentation:  Dr. Fornes provided an overview of their staff, testimonials, mission, statistics, services, etc. The agency has been licensed for eight years through DCF as a child placing agency.  The agency is open seven days a week and also assists birth mothers from 6 weeks pregnant to 6 weeks after delivering.  The agency works with birth mother from 17 years of age to 40. She also discussed opening a birth mother’s home.   

New Business:

18 Local Prevention Plan.  Sidoran discussed the approval of the Local Prevention Plan. Urban provided an overview of the plan.  The bard approved the adoption of the Brevard County’s Local Prevention Plan as TIP’s strategic Plan.

Brevard Monitoring Report:  The board approved the 1st Quarter (Jan-Mar, 2009) Brevard Monitoring Report with correction/minor changes.

CBC Letter of Support – V. Holmes explained that CBC is applying for a memorial grant and Heid added that the grant would be for problem solving, treatment, drug testing, transition, case worker for dependency drug court.  The grant is for $200,000 and the application is due today.  It is also for 24 months of funding and the grantee would have to start spending the funds by July 29, 2009.  There is a sustainability plan required to maintain jobs created by the grant for at least 2 years following federal funding.  The board approved the CBC letter of support.
Old Business:
Juvenile Justice Week Resolution:  Urban stated that the resolution was presented to the Brevard County BOCC on April 14 and thanked the board members that were present. She said that Commissioner Fisher presented the resolution.  Also, there were some pictures taken that she will email to the board.

Audit of Positive Father Images – Urban mentioned that Sidoran discussed positive father images at agencies and requested that members go back to their agencies and take an audit of their workplace environment/images of fathers. Do you see positive father images at work, etc.?  Alives responded yes. Arflin said that her agency needs more promotional materials/info –and will work to get the materials out.

Member Comments and Announcements:

Urban said that she will table the County Commission Update for next meeting.

Alives said that Healthy Start is having a fundraiser - Amazing Race - September 17, 18, 19.  It is called the Healthy Start Space Coast Challenge.  She said she will need volunteers and sponsors and will send information to Urban. 
Public Comments:

Hyatt thanked Urban for her help with the monitoring report and asked a couple questions concerning the report. She asked about the corrections to the monitoring report made earlier at the meeting. She also added that there are some representatives for the local planning team that are not on the team, including: Dept. of Corrections, Agency for Persons with Disabilities and a medical doctor. W. Holmes said that Edy works for both Seminole and Brevard Counties for the Dept. of Corrections and can designate someone to be a TIP representative. Tolson said she could be the representative for Agency for Persons with Disabilities. Urban asked if a nurse could qualify as a designee under the medical doctor and Hyatt said yes. Stahl said she is a registered nurse and said that she is the designated TIP representative for Dr. Heshmati. 

Hyatt further mentioned that the Governor wants the five protective factors to be included in all the plans. Part of the protective factors includes pieces on the beer keg registration and Hispanic outreach with the doulas. 
Hyatt also added that if anyone is interested in listening in on the monthly conference call for all local planning teams, the next call will be on Tuesday, May 12th and all 20 circuits will be on the phone call. 

Hyatt also mentioned for members to Save the Date on the 2009 Prevention Summit being held May 18-20 at the Embassy Suites in Orlando. 
Kelly mentioned that Boeing had sent out an open invite letter to various agencies concerning the Lean Plus sessions. There will be two one-hour sessions being held and two representatives (one CEO and someone else) are able to attend. Seating is limited.
